MENU SYSTEM

WHAT IS THE MENU SYSTEM?

The DCH Menu System is a series of client and security trading screens. We call these screens menus, because they present options in menu-like lists. You can easily access and apply menus to serve customer, company and trading needs. For instance…

(
Use the Client Browse Menu to find data on any client. You can browse by account


number or name. The browser allows you to browse through duplicate names.

(
Use the Client Update Menu to add new clients, change client data or view one client’s data.

(
Use the Security Browse Menu to find data on any trade. You can browse by transaction or


account number. The browser allows you to browse through duplicate account numbers.

(
Use the Security Update Menu to buy or sell securities or arrange client loans. You can also


change trade data or view data. 

MENU LAYOUT

Menus differ, but related information tends to occupy the same menu locations.

(
The block at the top, right of each menu displays the current menu (map or screen) title.

(
Data (menu items, statistics, report items, etc.) appears in the center of the menu.

(
Messages (explanations, errors) display at the bottom or top of the menu.

MENU NAVIGATION CONTROLS

Press a PF key or the <CLEAR> key to select a desired menu item. You can only select one item at a time. If you press <CLEAR> from the Metamenu, you will exit from the DCH Menu System. To reenter the system, you must reactivate the system by typing Type: J151 <ENTER>. 

EXITING THE SYSTEM

At the Metamap Main Menu, press the <CLEAR> key to exit from the DCH Menu System. Pressing <CLEAR> from most other menus returns you to the Metamap Main Menu. Menus that employ different exit keys specify which keys to use. 

To exit the Client Paging Menu, type 't/b' <ENTER>. Then press <CLEAR> twice to return to the Metamap Main Menu. Press <CLEAR> once more to exit the system.

To exit the Client Help Page, press <PF4> to return to the Client Main Menu. Press <CLEAR> to  return to the Metamap Main Menu. Press <CLEAR> once more to exit the system.

ACTIVATING THE MENU SYSTEM

Invoke the CICS environment as usual. Type: J151 <ENTER>. The Metamap appears. This menu offers you access to the Client and Security Transaction features. Client Menu, Transaction Menu, Help Screen, Update Clock and Exit from System are line items on the Main Menu. Make your selection with the appropriate PF key that appears on the screen. Selecting a 'Menu' item opens its submenu. Every submenu presents various options that you may act upon.

Client Menu. Press <PF1> to view the Client Menu. From the Client Menu, you can access client account browse and update features. The Browser allows you to quickly find client information and then send it directly to the Updater. The Update function permits you to modify account information, start new accounts or delete accounts. A safety feature prevents deletion of accounts with a standing loan balance. The update feature also prevents entry of duplicate account numbers or altering the account number. 

Transaction Menu. Press <PF2> to view the Transaction Menu. From the Transaction Menu, you can access transaction browse and update features. The Browser allows you to quickly find trade information and then send it directly to the Updater. The Update function permits you to modify trade information, start new trades or delete trades. 

Help Screen. Press <PF3> to view the Help Screen. The Help Screen provides you with more detail on user control operation. Press <CLEAR> to exit Help and return to the Main Menu.

Update Clock. The clock updates every time you exit and then reenter CICS. While CICS displays a menu, the clock becomes a static display. Since the Main Menu may remain up for some time, the clock may become quite slow. By pressing <PF4>, you can update the clock to the current system time. A subroutine automatically converts system time to AM / PM time.

Update. Press <PF1> to begin updating client accounts. The Update function permits you to modify account information, start new accounts or delete accounts. 

Browse By Name. Press <PF2> to browse client accounts. The Browser allows you to quickly find client information and then send it directly to the Updater. 

Help. Press <PF3> to view the Help Screen. The Help Screen provides you with more detail on user control operation. Press <PF4> to exit Help and return to the Main Menu.

Select one of four screen options by typing 1, 2, 3 or 4. Don't hit <ENTER> yet! 

· Type 1 to add a new account. Fill in appropriate account information and then press <ENTER>. Look for a message at the bottom of the screen. The message should indicate that the system added the account. Otherwise, carefully read the error message. A safety feature prevents entry of duplicate account numbers. You might need to correct the account number before the system accepts your account. Some other field might also include unacceptable information. The cursor will move to the problem field. Correct that field, press return again, and check for further messages.

· Type 2 to delete an account. After you type the 2, the cursor rises to the ACCOUNT NUMBER field. Fill in the account number of the account that you wish to delete. Then Press <ENTER> to complete the deletion. Look for a message at the bottom of the screen. The message should indicate that the system deleted the account. Otherwise, carefully read the error message. A safety feature prevents deletion of accounts with a standing loan balance. 

· Type 3 to change account information. After you type the 3, the cursor rises to the ACCOUNT NUMBER field. Tab to the field that you desire to change. Fill in the new information. Then Press <ENTER> to complete the deletion. Look for a message at the bottom of the screen. The message should indicate that the system changed the account data. Otherwise, carefully read the error message. A safety feature prevents changing the account number. 

· Type 4 to view an account. After you type the 4, the cursor rises to the ACCOUNT NUMBER field. Type in the account number of the account that you desire to look up. Then Press <ENTER>. If the account is in the system, it will appear on the screen. Otherwise, you'll see an error message at the bottom of the screen. For other ways to view accounts, see the Browse and Listing features.

Indicates "special trade" for accounts located in US possessions. In addition, this feature lists trades from US armed forces addresses. You'll also find branch office name and branch office manager name on the Client Browser screen.

Function key commands facilitate browsing by account number (primary key) or name (alternate key). The browser supports these features: Forward or backward browsing, browse from top, browse from bottom and wraps in either direction. 

The DCH Browser can even browse in either direction through duplicate names. However, duplicate names are by definition the same. As a result, browse direction may not appear to be "forward" or "backward." Consider this example: We're browsing forward through records with the duplicate name JONES. The third "JONES" record is the final duplicate in a forward browse. We leave behind the duplicate names, but then we enter a backward browse. In the backward browse, we might expect to start with "JONES" #3. Yet a different "JONES" record is the first to appear. We still see all "JONES" records, but the order may not be what we expect. When we leave the duplicates, though, we can clearly see that we're browsing in reverse.

Press <PF1> to browse forward by name. By default, the browser begins at the first record (or one of the duplicate names). To find a name quickly, type in the last name (or even the first letter). Then press <PF1>. The Client Browser will start browsing at your entry.

Press <PF2> to browse backward by name. By default, the browser begins at the final record (or one of the duplicate names). To find a name quickly, type in the last name (or even the first letter). Then press <PF2>. The Client Browser will start browsing at your entry.

Press <PF3> to start at the bottom of the file. If you've been browsing by name, then the Client Browser starts at the final name record. (If this name is a duplicate, then either duplicate may appear as final record.) If you've been browsing by account number, then the Client Browser starts at the initial name record. (This number can't be a duplicate. The Client Browser doesn't allow duplicate account numbers.)

Press <PF4> to start at the top of the file. If you've been browsing by name, then the Client Browser starts at the initial name record. (If this name is a duplicate, then either duplicate may appear as initial record.) If you've been browsing by account number, then the Client Browser starts at the initial name record. (This number can't be a duplicate. The Client Browser doesn't allow duplicate account numbers.)

Press <PF5> to browse forward by account number. By default, the browser begins at the first record. To find an account record quickly, type in at least the initial numeral. Then press <PF5>. The Client Browser will start browsing at your entry.

Press <PF6> to browse backward by account number. By default, the browser begins at the final record. To find a account record quickly, type in at least the initial numeral. Then press <PF6>. The Client Browser will start browsing at your entry.

Press <PF8> to browse sideways. This feature, recommended for lateral trades and side deals, requires a little preparation. Either position your head in a reclining position, or flip the monitor 90 degrees. We're kidding! (That's a little technical writing humor. Okay, so it's a rim shot.)
Press <PF10> to send Client Browser data to the Client Update screen. There, you can edit the account information.

Listing

LISTING

Press <PF5> for the Listing or "Page" function. The listing displays a page of account balance information in name order. That is, several accounts appear onscreen together. For each page, the Listing software also draws a bar graph to the scale specification you provide. You may choose either a narrow graph (23 columns) or a wide graph (53 columns). The narrow graph includes the account name and number. The wide graph only includes account number. Both graphs follow account name order.

Enter $ per *. The Listing Information Menu is the first menu that you'll see. Here, enter an eight-digit number of your choice for the '$ per *' (dollars-per- column) figure. This figure determines the scale of an account balance graph. You may omit this step and accept the default graph scale. Entering a non-numeric character is the same as omitting the dollars-per-column figure. The default value for a narrow graph is $1,000 per column. The default value for a narrow graph is $2,000 per column. The program will draw a graph to the chosen scale for each page of your listing.

Choose Graph Format. Next, choose either the narrow or the wide graph format. The narrow graph includes four divisions, and the wide graph has ten. Each division is five columns across. Division lines make the graph easier to read. Graph dots suppress division lines. Line suppression prevents a division line from erasing the final dot in a graph bar.

· Press <PF5> to see account numbers, names and account balances, plus a narrow graph. 

· Press <PF9> to see account numbers and account balances, plus a wide graph. No names appear on the wide graph page.

How to determine the proper graph scale. Graphs are an easy, visual way of comparing the account balances of all your clients.  If you're primarily interested in small investors, reduce the '$ per *' figure. Doing so increases the graph resolution. Large accounts won't display correctly, but small accounts will be easy to compare. For large investors, increase the '$ per *' figure. Doing so reduces the graph resolution. Graph bars for small accounts may disappear entirely, but large accounts will be easy to compare. 

The narrow graph can display a maximum balance of nearly $2.3 billion. The maximum for the wide graph is nearly $5.3 billion.
